neutral line. To check that setting of mains voltage
selector is correct, lift autochanger clear of its spring
mounting when mains tapping plug on mains transformer
can be seen.

CHASSIS REMOVAL

Lift changer from cabinet and remove motor board
and heat deflector panel. Access to chassis is then avail-
able and it can be removed after four 4BA securing
bolts have been unscrewed, wires removed from mains
socket, and four 4BA screws securing extension speaker
panels removed from outside of cabinet. To gain access
to control panel remove four control knobs and four 4BA
fixing bolts.

Stylus replacement. Playing time of approximately 50
hours is suggested for each stylus, but stylus life depends
considerably on record condition. Muzzy reproduction
and tendency to jump grooves ar€ signs that sapphire
needs renewal.

To replace 78 rpm and 33/45rpm styli, grip oblong flap
holding styli shank and prise assembly gently away from
cartridge. New assembly is easily replaced with fingers.
Ensure that shank is centrally mounted on spigot.

Sapphire in stereo cartridge is changed in similar
manner, being lifted clear by prising up elongated
endpiece with fine tweezers. Replacement stylus is easily
centred on plastic strip.

_Feedback. Tertiary winding of output transformers
gives approximately 24dB of feedback to cathode circuit
of V2A and V2B. Balance control varies relatively
amount of negative feedback to VIA and VIB and
consequently relative amplification of each channel.

Crossover networks. Choke-capacity crossover network
ensures that LF speaker handles lower frequency content
of output from both channels, while medium and upper
frequencies are fed from each channel to separate HF
speakers via SOmF capacitors.

Extension plugs. With plugs removed, only internal
speakers are driven. With plugs in “INT and EXT”
position, only internal LF speaker is fed, plus two
extension speakers. In “EXT ONLY ” position all
internal speakers are muted. .
